The staff can provide information on the services the clinic provides and also information on eligibility and benefits Veterans may be able to receive.

The clinics provide primary outpatient care delivered through Patient Aligned Care Teams.  They also offer mental health assessment and treatment, laboratory draw services, and a variety of other medical and mental health services on an outpatient basis.  Some care is delivered via telehealth and telemedicine.  Telehealth and telemedicine provide care through information technology sources and further eliminates the need for Veterans to travel to other VA care sites throughout Michigan.
