Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center in Saginaw will begin to perform Ambulatory Surgical Procedures in State-of-the-Art Mobile Surgical Units to support one-year construction of existing surgical suites on its third floor

Long-awaited enhancements are underway to upgrade existing operating rooms that support the VA’s Ambulatory Surgical procedures at the VA Medical Center located at 1500 Weiss Street, in Saginaw.

Currently, the modular mobile units are in the final stages of construction and will soon house fully-equipped and functional operating rooms to be used during an anticipated one-year construction project to the surgical suites and operatory rooms on the third floor of the medical facility.

Veterans scheduled for Ambulatory Surgical procedures will continue to check-in on the third floor for procedures and will be escorted to the pre-operative surgical area located just outside the basement level via a constructed corridor to these mobile surgical suites.

“As with any construction project at a medical facility, our main priority is the safe delivery of care,” states Ms. Peggy Kearns, Medical Center Director.  “These temporary modular surgical units are truly state-of-the art and will allow skilled and professional surgical staff the opportunity to treat Veterans as if they were truly in an operatory environment.  Additionally, we want to mitigate any concerns or fears that the Veterans we care for may have with this temporary change in care environment.  A team of clinical and administrative management have been working for several months to plan, complete necessary risk assessments, and continue to coordinate efforts for a seamless move to the new space.”

It is anticipated that ambulatory surgeries will begin in these units in September 2013.
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
