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Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center Proposes Bed Changes for Community Living Center
In an effort to right-size Community Living Center beds at the Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center in Saginaw, Michigan, there are plans to reduce the number of operating beds from 81 to 43.  This will correct the bed level to more accurately reflect the actual bed usage.  

Average daily census has regularly reflected no more than 38 in the last four operating fiscal years.  Veterans should see no changes or impact on access to the Community Living Center by reducing the number of available beds to 43.

Over the past several years there have been a number of initiatives which allows Veterans other opportunities to receive quality care without being admitted to the Community Living Center which includes Home-Based Primary Care, Tele-Medicine, and Preventative Medicine.  

The changes mentioned above are in alignment with the current capabilities of the Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center and within the operating bed levels already in practice.

The Aleda E. Lutz VAMC in Saginaw, Michigan operates an 81-bed skilled nursing and rehabilitation Community Living Center, with an additional 8-bed acute medicine and telemetry wing.  It provides care to over 33,700 Veterans in a 35-county geographic area, from mid-Michigan to the Mackinaw Bridge.  Veterans also receive care at one of our nine VA Community Based Outpatient Clinics located throughout Michigan.
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
