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Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center celebrates 10th Birthday of On-Line Healthcare Website for Veterans, MyHealtheVet!

The Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center has worked to promote an on-line healthcare website for Veterans over the course of many years and are proud to celebrate the 10th Birthday of MyHealtheVet, a web-based program offering Veterans a number of resources and avenues to help promote and enhance their care.

An official celebration will be held on November 15, 2013, from 10:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. where Veterans, visitors, volunteers, and staff can learn just what MyHealtheVet can do.
The event will take place in the medical center’s auditorium where on the spot registration to the website will take place, demonstrations on how to use the program will be presented, and where giveaways and refreshments will be provided.

The main features of this web-based healthcare program include:

· Secure Messaging
· Communicate non-urgent concerns or questions to your VA health care team.
· VA Prescription Refills
· Refill your VA medication(s) with just a few easy keystrokes and your medication(s) will be on their way to your mailing address.
· VA Appointments
· View detailed information about your VA clinic appointments.
· VA Notes
· View a copy of your VA Notes recorded during a clinic visit or hospital stay. This information comes from your official VA health record.
· Medical Libraries
· My HealtheVet provides two extensive, online medical libraries: MedlinePlus and the Veterans Health Library. Both can be accessed under the Research Health tab. 
· VA Blue Button
· View, print or download your personal health information with the VA Blue Button.

Currently, the Aleda E. Lutz VA Medical Center and Community Based Outpatient Clinics have registered 55% of the Veterans receiving care.  Of those 55%,  23% are using secure messaging to communicate with their care team.

This is just one more way the Veterans Healthcare Administration is working to meet the needs of Veterans in a way that may be more convenient for them, saving them travel and cost when face-to-face care may not be needed.

The Aleda E. Lutz VAMC in Saginaw, Michigan operates an 81-bed skilled nursing and rehabilitation Community Living Center, with an additional 19-bed acute medicine and telemetry wing.  It provides care to over 32,700 Veterans in a 35-county geographic area, from mid-Michigan to the Mackinaw Bridge.  Veterans also receive care at one of nine VA Community Based Outpatient Clinics located throughout Michigan.
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
